Trash Day: a full day devoted to waste disposal 

Federambiente presented its National initiative for the young at the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 

COMACCHIO (FE). Tita Borzì, PR for Federambiente , the Italian Federation for Public Environmental Hygiene Services, presented an initiative that will start next year and involve Italian schools, especially primary and middle schools. There is also a special programme for high schools called “The guardians of the Environment”. “The Trash day – said Borzì – aims at promoting environment-friendly waste disposal among citizens with the involvement of the young”. The tender will be launched immediately and regulations will be sent out, so that schools can start working already in September. The organisers count on the participation of 12,000 kids but Comacchio aims at involving even more schoolchildren. “This area is particularly suitable for this kind of initiative – said Vittorio Volpi, President of Area Spa, a company for the collection of waste, which has always showed great interest in the environment-  The plan is to have nest year’s Trash Day 2006 during the Birdwatching Fair”. The Municipal Councillor for Education of Comacchio, Fabrizio Felletti, proudly commented: “We have one year to get ready for this great initiative and to involve all the enterprises working in the environmental area or in the sector of waste collection”.
