Spend  May 1st among glass fish and stone birds. Curiosities and events at the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 2005 
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COMACCHIO (FE) – It is more than a birdwatching fair. The International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair, which will close on the evening of May 1st in Comacchio, is  much more than that. It is an opportunity to get to  know nature in all its aspects , including the most curious ones. There are plenty of reasons to spend the First of May in the pavilions of the Fair. 

If you have children you’ll find many entertaining initiatives and a whole pavilion of the Fair devoted to them, with photographic shows, exhibitions, books and games– all on nature and animals – as well as educational workshops and even a workshop to teach children how to draw comic strips. Pavilion A hosts an exhibition of drawings by children and youngsters form the Satamunta Region in Finland. The exhibition is managed by Krista, who is Finnish but has lived in Italy and ended up with a husband from Romagna. For stamp collectors, there is the stamp cancellation organised by the Italian Post Service in cooperation with the Philatelic Club of Comacchio. You have the stamp and they give you the card and cancellation stamp.

Obviously there are plenty of cameras with enormous “canons”, binoculars that can make you see even the thinnest blade of grass and specialised books. If you want to know why your pet rabbit looks sad, go to the stand of the Publishing House Perdisa. The exhibition “Wings of Love”, by the photographer Maurizio Bonora, is simply beautiful. It is organised by the Municipal Museum of Natural History of the City of Ferrara and shows the family life of birds and the outcome of their love: from the big eggs of Ostriches to the tiny ones of Marsh titmice. And there is also birdwatching clothing. Cheap and trendy, it will meet the interest of the young: mimetic trousers with large pockets 25 euros, waistcoats 35 euros, T-shirts 20 euros and caps 5 euros. Less than 90 euros are enough to buy the perfect outfit to go birdwatching in the savannah...or to surptise your friends at your favourite disco club!! You can also find camping tents at a low price, around 100 euros, maybe they are that cheap because they are full of holes.....obviously meant for birdwatching! 

Art initiatives are having a great success: works in Murano glass by the Artist Simone Cenedese. And fascinating fish, vases, shells in beautiful colours by a young designer of jewels, Sandra Scaroni, who puts all her talent into these works. Then you’ll find the Stone birds by the Sicilian artist Nino Patti, author of stone nd wooden birds similar to portraits and photographs. The stands of Parks are always crowded, especially that of 

Swiss Ticino, where visitors can taste salamis, honey and wine form the biological farms of the region. Another interesting stand is that of the Italian Corps of Foresters, which should be visited by birds rather than people, since it shows all the tricks used by poachers to catch the rare protected birds of our beautiful Country. 

And to maintain the beauty of our country we should all choose ecological means of transport, from the electric scooter similar to the Lambretta scooter of the 50's, exhibited in the CNA Pavilion, to electrical bikes and motorcycles. Our cities need them.
