The International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair hosts the international conference on tourism organised by 
Legambiente
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COMACCHIO (FE) – This international conference focuses on the future of tourism. Its objective is to help us understand how we can protect our planet from the invasive tourism. On Saturday April 30th, Comacchio, the capital of the Po Delta of the Region Emilia Romagna, will host the International Conference on Tourism. The conference, which is open to everyone, is one of the events organised during the second International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair, which will take place from April 28th to May 1st in a new location on the lagoon. The International Conference is organised by Legambiente on behalf of EEB, the European Environment Bureau of Brussels, which puts together 140 European Environmental Associations.

The conference will focus on sustainable tourism. “European tourism- says the Italian Department Director of Legambiente, Luigi Rambelli – can have a future only if it is environmentally sustainable and supported by suitable EU policies, since this reflects the needs of today’s tourists. Therefore we need to outline strategies to reduce road traffic in holiday areas, counter pollution, especially water pollution in rivers and the sea, protect forests and woods, limit the production of wastes and promote the use of renewable energy sources. At the same time, tourist facilities – hotels, camping sites, etc.- should gradually reduce their impact on the environment.”

During the conference, the representatives of some European Countries – Turkey, the Netherlands, Austria, Spain and Belgium – will share their experience in the field of sustainable tourism. Many other Countries will take part in the Conference: Portugal, Great Britain, Norway, Finland, Sweden, Denmark, Germany, Slovenia, Bulgaria, Lithuania, Latvia, as well as some delegations from African Countries, as Algeria and Morocco. At the end of the conference, the participants will draw up a recommendation on sustainable tourism addressed to  European governments. The Director of the Tourism Unit of the European Commission will attend the conference. The representatives of EEB will meet in Ferrara for their annual assembly the day before the Conference in Comacchio.
