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News and curiosities at the International Po Delta  Birdwatching Fair

COMACCHIO (Fe) – A full immersion in nature with cameras, binoculars, comfortable clothes and the equipment of the perfect birdwatcher. From the main Pavilion of the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 2005 (Comacchio, April 28th-May 1st), visitors can step out on the river bank overlooking the lagoon to birdwatch with the binoculars provided by leading companies in optics and photography. The Pavilion has four exists with stairs leading to the top of the embankment, where nine observation points will be set up. Visitors can enter the Fair from Square Martiri della Pace, where a 6-meter high observation tower has been set up. Immediately after the entrance there are the institutional stand  and the service area. Like last year, the fair will also offer the opportunity to have the stamps on the official postcards of the Fair cancelled, an initiative that already met with great success last year. The first pavilion will also host the exhibitions of the photographs by schoolchildren of the school ‘A. Zappata’ of Comacchio.

The second pavilion is devoted to optics and photography and hosts many important companies (Nikon, Fowa, Auriga, Bushnell, Rinova, Focas, Manfrotto, Swarovsky Optik, as well as the British Company Opticron, present for the first time on the Italian Market, and the German Company Berlebach with its beautiful wooden tripods), who will present state-of-the-art birdwatching equipment. This year the Fair will also host a stand of technical clothing ‘Universe by Unisport’ , with all the tips to live your adventure in the natural environment. Besides, the Fair will host nature photographers, museums dealing with environment-friendly tourism and the most important specialised magazines.

The fragile shapes and colours of Murano glass are another new entry at the Fair, with the works of the artist Simone Cenedese (who created the glass dresses exhibited at the National British Museum in London and wore by models at the Fashion and Love Show in Comacchio last June) and the ‘stonebirds’, birds painted on stones. 

Natural Parks, international tour operators and fun parks will have their stands in another pavilion, together with the stands of environmental education and the area devoted to the workshops organised by WWF, LIPU, EBN Italia and many other associations. 

There will also be an interesting anti-poaching exhibition set up by the National Corps of Foresters, who will provide interesting information on their work. A Fair devoted entirely to nature and the environment cannot neglect environment-friendly means of transport: electrical bicycles, electrical scooters and LPG trains. Four small trains will take visitors from the Fair to the “Sala dei fuochi”, to visit the exhibition ‘Wildlife Photographer of the Year’, and to the parking lots.
