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By bike from the southern part of Romagna and Ferrara to the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 
In different ways but with the same love for cycling, Sunday, May 1st hundreds of cyclists will cycle from the southern part of Romagna and from Ferrara to the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair in Comacchio, joined by the cycling culture common to the two parts of the region. 
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The CYCLING TOUR OF THE PO DELTA PARK is organised by the Inter-municipal Association of Southern Romagna, the Province of Ravenna, the Municipality of S.Alberto and cyclists’ associations, with the participation of the Cycling Tour Guides of Lugo. The Alfonsine-S.Alberto-Comacchio tour starts from two different venues: at 9,30, in Gramsci square in Alfonsine and at the ferry boat in S.Alberto, an administrative division of the Municipality of Ravenna, which hosts the Ornithological Museum “NatuRa” at the Palazzone, and is considered the southern gate of the lagoons of Comacchio. The two groups of cyclists will meet north of Anita to cycle together along the enchanting bank of the river Argine Agosta, which runs along the lagoons to the hydraulic works of Fosse, where the cyclists will have the opportunity to taste the products and drinks offered by local farms. 

During the break, some expert guides of the association for environmental education ”Ardeola” will take the cyclists to the local observation tower to introduce them to the secrets of birdwatching. Those who have binoculars will be able to birdwatch from the tower and observe the lagoons of this fascinating part of the Po Delta Park.

The group will arrive at the Fair in Comacchio at about 12.30. At 1.30 the group will leave for the return trip. The route is 64 km from Alfonsine and 60 from S.Alberto.

The second initiative of the programme will take place on the same day and is called CYCLING TOUR FERRARA-COMACCHIO. The tour starts in Ferrara near the shopping mall in Via Bologna. The arrival in echelons is foreseen from 10.00 onwards. The distance is 120 km. The tour is organised by UISP, the Municipal Hospital S.Anna and C.N.A. Ferrara.

The C.N.A departments of Ferrara and Ravenna have a stand at the Fair, where they exhibit special bicycles for cycling in the Po Delta Park, as well as local artistic and gastronomic products. During the Fair, the stand will offer food and wine tasting, to let visitors appreciate the local production of the two Provinces of the Regional Po Delta Park. On Sunday May 1st, C.N.A also organises a congress on alternative energy resources, with particular reference to tourist facilities and their impact on the environment.
