Schools: protagonists of the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 2005

All the winners of the contests and workshops of the Comacchio Fair. 

COMACCHIO (FE). The educational initiatives of the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair, which closed yesterday in Comacchio, registered record figures. 1,100 children and 2,200 schoolchildren from 85 classes took part in 9 workshops organised during the 4 days of the Fair. The programme also included 2 contests for kids, which had a great success. 
Contest "Photocontest junior": young birdwatchers had to identify birds from pictures. A sort of quiz game, with Sgarzy – a funny egret – and its plumed friends. All participants received the book published in cooperation with  EBN "A Fantastic Story of Feathers and Plumes.” 21 classes from all over Italy participated in the contest. The kids had to recognise 12 different bird species of the Po Delta for a final total of 130 tests. The winner was grade 1° A of Scuola primaria ‘U. Pizzoli’ di Palata Pepoli (BO), which recognised 11 birds out of 12. Second place to grade 3° A of scuola primaria ‘U. Pizzoli’ di Palata Pepoli (BO), third place to grade 5° A della scuola elementare ‘V. da Feltre’ di Goito (MN).

Contest "The Delta in comics": the children had some characters and a general plot and had to use their imagination to invent a story set in the Delta, which was then transformed into comic strips at the fair with the help of professional cartoonists.
20 classes from all over Italy participated in the contest. Their work was evaluated according to the following criteria: imagination, knowledge of the area where the story is set, the story’s suitability to be transformed into a comic strip. The winners participated with great enthusiasm in the drawing workshop at the fair, which was part of their prize. They worked with the professionals of ‘Inventario’, Bologna, the team of the famous Italian cartoonist Giuseppe Palumbo, author of Diabolik, Martin Mystere and Ramarro. The winner was grade 1° B of Liceo sociale ‘Carducci’ of Ferrara, second place to grade 1° A of scuola media secondaria di Sermide (MN) and third place to grade 3° A of  scuola elementare ‘Guidi’ di Bologna. 

International nature painting contest "LUONTO": "Luonto" is Finnish and means Nature. It was Finland that proposed to work together to  raise young people’s awareness about nature and the environment through an international contest of nature painting. The contest was locally promoted (for the Provinces of Ferrara and Ravenna) by DELTA 2000, which collected 94 works. Highly recommended were the works by  Elisa Emaldi of Scuola Media Statale "G.B. Aleotti" of Argenta (FE), Nicole Fioravanti and Gianluca Succi of Scuola Media Statale "G. Pascoli" of Codigoro (FE), among the works from the rest of Italy Valentina Ancona from Martina Franca (TA) won the 1° prize of category B, Maria Costanzo from Lipari won the 2° prize of category A, Andrea Albano from Scorze (VE) was highly recommended.
