Our gardens – the ideal habitat for birds

Birdgardening at the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 

Itineraries, presentations, workshops to create green areas for birds. 

COMACCHIO (FE). Come and learn more about birdgardening at the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair 2005, which will take place in Comacchio, at the heart of the Po Delta Park, from April 28th  to May 1st 2005. What does birdgardening mean? It means choosing autochthonous plants, with special berries and shrubs, placing nests and bird mangers for certain bird species, enriching our landscape, favouring the knowledge of bird species and plants and protecting all the birds that live, nest or winter in our country. A "birdgarden" is a garden where plants can help the functioning of the food chain, attracting birds, butterflies and other wild creatures. 
The Fair offers the opportunity to visit a garden area with plants, shrubs, nests and bird mangers, as well as to take part in a birdgardening demonstration and meet the experts of the LIPU, who will explain how landscaping can help protecting birds. The Fair will also host Italian and foreign companies manufacturing nests, bird mangers, birdgardening equipment, as well as experts and outdoors designers. We normally think that birds live in the country or along the rivers, but wouldn’t it be nice to hear in our cities the song of birds roosting on artificial nests or eating from bird mangers? While choosing the plants for our private gardens, or for public gardens and green urban areas, school gardens and industrial settlements, we have to favour autochthonous plants, which can enhance the landscape without altering it, enriching it with sounds and colours. This new trend in landscaping also aims at recovering  native plants and shrubs, which are often neglected in favour of more expansive and delicate exotic plants that have nothing to do with the local environment. 

Care over details and the right choice of plants can influence our environmental awareness and bring back the song of birds to our cities.

The fair offers a special initiative to let young people learn more about birdgardening. You can book on of the ten workshops for schools – free of charge – including birdgardening projects organised by LIPU.
