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HOW TO PARTICIPATE IN THE EUROPEAN BIRDWATCHING RACE

A) The European Birdwaching Race has been called in order to let people know about the peculiarities of the Po Delta Park territory of Emilia-Romagna and to offer an occasion to enjoy and experience this area to all the wildfowl lovers, ornithologists and birdwatching goers.   

The Race aims at preserving and respecting the naturalistic realities of this area and support the spread of Birdwatching as sustainable activity. 
This Race is organised in the Po Delta Park Emilia-Romagna and nearby oasis, within the International Birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair, and it is in collaboration with LIPU – Birdlife Italia.

B) All those people who are at least fourteen, regardless of their sex and nationality are allowed to the Competition. Either teams and single person are allowed to sign up for the Competition. All the singles who signed up, according to the application order, will be constituting one or more teams depending on the number of applicants.

Teams will have to be provided with their own transport, for the foreign teams– whenever necessary – it will be provided by the organisation. 
Singles or teams belonging to hunting associations as members are not admitted. 
C) The participation in this Competition is allowed only upon entry for a price of 3,00 € per persona and the payment can be submitted either by credit transfer and also directly at DELTA 2000 office or during the Fair opening days up to the day of the Competition. The entry enables to the Birdcard services, free admission to the International Po Delta Birdwatching Fair included. 

D) You can sign up by mail (deltaduemila@tin.it) or fax (+39 0533 57693) by filling the application form you can download from the web site www.podeltabirdfair.it on the specific “European Birdwatching Competition”. Within and not beyond April 18th 2006.

E) A technical committee will be set up and it will be responsible of the Competition organisation, of the regulation, judges selection, team set up, of identification and selection of the sites, of the check-list and score assignment for the list. 
F) The sites where the Competition will take place, will be selected by the Technical committee and drawn the same day of the Competition. 
G) Each team will be accompanied on the field by a judge who will valuate the sightings of birds. His/her valuation will be indisputable. 

H) Race organisation modality


- the Competition will be held in April 30th from 6.00 to 11.00 am. The teams and the judges will meet at the principal entrance of the International Birdwatching and Nature tourism fair at 6.00. They will be asked to show their Bird Card or to submit their entry fee to the Competition and to be present at the assignment of the sites to each team. 

- two check-lists in sealed envelope will be handed in to the judge of each team and they will be valuated by the Technical committee. 


- each team will then get to the site previously assigned by draw.


- the team judge will activate the chronometer, open the envelopes and hand the check-lists to the team leader. 


- the judge will take note of his personal observations; the team leader will write down on the team check-list any possible observations by the other members.


- when the time allowed for the sightings (3 hours) will be over the team check-lists will be returned to the judge to be valuated through his signature and to be put in a sealed and marked envelope. No modification will be allowed from that time onward.   


- from 12.00 the judges will be opening the envelopes in one of the rooms of the International Birdwatching and Nature Tourism Fair, and they will be comparing, with the Technical committee’s supervision, their own sighting forms and those of the team they were in charged of. 


- only sightings by either the team and the judge will be accepted


- each valid sighting will correspond to 1 point 

- each judge will charge the score for every valid sighting by the team and will tell the    team overall score to the Technical Committee.


- the technical committee will draw the lists of the teams


- the Competition will be won by the team with the highest score
I) In event of ex-equo on May 1st by the Sala Polivalente in Palazzo Bellini at 3:00 pm a competition on the birds identification will take place. 
L) The prize giving for the winning team of the first European Birdwatching Competition will take place at Palazzo Bellini in Comacchio in May 1st 2006 at 3:30 pm.

M) The technical committee will reserve the right to schedule the competition for May 1st, in case the enrolled teams go beyond the 25 units. 
N) DELTA 2000 reserves the right to give information about the Fair, by press or television. 

O) The results will be announced through the ordinary communication means besides the site:  www.podeltabirdfair.it
P) The participation in the competition implies the acceptance of the present regulation.
Q) The participants authorize DELTA 2000 to the elaboration of the personal data provided in the participation form in agreement with the D. Lgs. 30/06/2003 n. 196.
